Two nights will be spent in Tel Aviv as you 
experience how Israelis blend religious tradition with modern 
life and relive the 1948 founding of Israel through a visit to 
Independence Hall. Friday night, experience an Israeli Shabbat. 
Guided walking tours are available on Saturday. Assistance with 
individual arrangements is readily available.
